Venues

Participants Qualifications: Please remember to check each of your student registrations to ensure that they match the
AUS entry criteria or qualifications stipulated for certain sports (eg . Athletics - minimum Shot Put distance; Swimming -
butterfly qualification time, etc).

If in the Athletics competition, an athlete does not reach the minimum qualification (for example) they will not receive
any points in their event (ie. they will not contribute to the scoreboard).

for teams that do not meet the required commitments.

Singles vs Team Sports: Please note that there are NO separate singles competitions for Badminton, Squash or Tennis
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UTM committee requirements:

All University Team Managers at some stage, are required to represent their university on a committee for the
Australian University Games. The two committees are:

* Green and Gold (one committee for each sport - Rowing and Sailing are exempt)
* Discipline and Disputes

Sport specific meetings will be held in two series or groups in 2010. Due to room and resource availability it is not
possible for all meetings to be held at the one time. As such half of the sport meetings will be held in a 3.30pm timeslot
and the remaining sport meetings will use the same rooms at 4.30pm. All meetings should be finished no later than

5.30pm.

All sport specific meetings will be hosted on the Crawley Campus of University of Western Australia and a final list of
sports, times and room allocations as well as a map will be released in due course.

Due to the early commencement of the sailing program on Sunday 26 September the sport specfici meeting for this
event will be conducted at 4pm on Saturday 25 September at University of Western Australia Water Sports Complex.
