•1994 -VSU in WA and Vic
•2003- HES Act
•2005- VSU Lobbying
•2010- No Politics SSAF
•2022- Public Reporting
•2024- The Accord +



2022 SSAF Allocation Reporting

• Compulsory reporting templates introduced.

• All SSAF data is in the public domain.

• 19 Allowable expenditure items

• Max SSAF charge EFT>0.75 = $315

• Max SSAF charge EFT <0.75 = <$236.25

• 1.62M University Students at D:I ratio of 70:30 (2020 UA Data)
