The calendar year 2023 has been exceptionally

rewarding for UniSport, marked by significant

achievements and successful endeavours

across various fronts.

Despite facing challenges, the organisation has
demonstrated resilience and adaptability, resulting

in a highly satisfying year overall. Through the diligent
execution of our core competencies and a commitment
to national outreach, UniSport has not only delivered

a comprehensive program of events but has also
capitalized on numerous opportunities, positioning
itself for sustained growth in the foreseeable future.

Congratulations to The University of Sydney who was
the overall National University Champion for 2023,
defeating University of Technology Sydney by the
narrowest of margins. After an absorbing battle at
Nationals on the Gold Coast, The University of Sydney
entered the final championship of 2023 tied with

University of Technology Sydney on 12 pennants each.
The two universities were the top two seeds entering
the cricket tournament and produced impressive
results to maintain top positions in their respective
pools following the preliminary rounds. Unfortunately,
poor weather conditions compromised all final
matches, which meant UniSport awarded joint T20
Cricket championship honours to the two Sydney
powerhouses, leaving The University of Sydney as
overall champion.

The UniSport Nationals was held on the Gold Coast
in September, and despite challenges with availability
of key facilities, the event achieved unprecedented
levels of student satisfaction, underscoring our

continued growth in delivering a strong student
experience. The event also delivered several key
outcomes for our economic partners, subsequent
investment by ACT Tourism for the 2024 Nationals
and reinforced the attractiveness and economic
value of UniSport events.

The UniRoos proudly represented Australia

at the World University Games in Chengdu, China,

in August, showcasing outstanding sportsmanship
and competitive spirit on the global stage.
Highlights included the Olympic qualifying 400
metres race run by Reece Holder from Queensland
University of Technology. The event was the first major
international university event in four years, and its
success was a credit to China’s organising committee.

The University Basketball League (UBL) continued to
expand with 13 universities participating in its third

season. Congratulations to La Trobe Women’s Team

who won their division again, earning back-to-back
titles, while The University of Melbourne secured their
inaugural win in the Men’‘s competition. The success of
the League has been recognised outside of basketball
circles, with Tennis Australia committing to supporting
the establishment of a University Tennis League

in 2024. We also enjoyed the significant growth of
UniSport TV with nearly 10,000 subscribers, fuelled

by increasingly engaging event content.

The 19th Australian Masters Games, hosted in Adelaide,
concluded with a strong endorsement from our key
stakeholders in the Confederation of Australian Sport
and the South Australian Tourism Commission.
Almost 8,000 athletes participated in 49 sports

over eight days of competition. The event will be
remembered for its stunning opening ceremony that
saw competitors march across the iconic River Torrens
footbridge in Adelaide’s beautiful Riverbank Precinct.

Subsequently, in collaboration with the Confederation,
UniSport successfully secured the hosting rights to
deliver the World Masters Games in 2029, a significant
milestone that will further elevate UniSport’s reputation
for multi-sport event delivery capability.

We were delighted to announce a number of other
partnerships in 2023 including a strategic partnership
with School Sport Australia to deliver multi-sport
events commencing in 2024 with the potential

for further expansion in the future; a new merchandise
partnership including sponsorship of the UBL further
enhancing UniSport’s growing brand presence;
Australia’s leading recruitment agency, Adecco,

and the Australian Defence Force (ADF) where
UniSport will participate in a trial in early 2024 to deliver
the ADF Personal Fitness Assessments program, with
potential for a significant long-term agreement.

Three long serving staff members departed UniSport
in 2023. We acknowledge and thank Donna Spethman,
Kylie Bloodworth and Natalie Broom for their significant
contributions to UniSport in their respective roles.
The changes in staff enabled purposeful restructuring
to better serve the evolving needs of our stakeholders,
in particular with increased emphasis on advocacy
through the appointment of Martin Doulton.

Finance wise, UniSport achieved a record Operating
Surplus of $274,678 this financial year by achieving
several participation milestones across business
units, surpassing budgetary forecasts. The surplus
will be partly used to replenish the reserves that
were diminished over the past five years and also
to invest in new initiatives in 2024. The Organisational
Surplus, including the World Masters Games 2029
consolidation is $399,633, refer to the Audited
Financial Report for further detail.

In conclusion, 2023 has been
distinguished by numerous sporting
achievements, growth in commercial
opportunities and strategic
advancements for UniSport.

The successful delivery of events, securing of
partnerships and investments, and enhancements

in organisational capability all contribute to a promising
trajectory for sustained growth and impact across
the Australian sporting landscape. Success doesn’t
happen without our people’s passion, drive,

and dedication; and we sincerely thank the students,
team staff and management, and university CEOs
whose tireless efforts are a hallmark of our collective
achievement. To our talented team of UniSport
Australia staff and the UniSport Board, who have
collaborated to deliver a record year in 2023,

we say a huge thank you and look forward to 2024
with great optimism. With a solid foundation

and a clear vision for the future, UniSport is poised
to continue its legacy of excellence in promoting
and fostering university sport nationwide.

¢ The Team Captain 101 online course, focusing
on the role of the team captain prior to, during
and post Nationals, was completed by 40 students
from 11 universities.

e Pride in Sport delivered Pride awareness courses,
as a mix of online and face-to-face, to more than
60 students across the country. This included
sessions delivered to Deakin University and RMIT
University team captains and an online session
that was made available to all Nationals participants.
These opportunities were able to be delivered
thanks to funding provided by Sport and
Recreation Victoria.

In 2023 we continued the development of UniSportTV, with the primary purpose of creating
engagement with universities by supporting students to play and watch sports through a
seamless digital experience.

Unfortunately, towards the end of 2023 our digital platform partner was unable to continue,
leading to the opportunity to investigate a more suitable, robust provider.

Our focus for 2023 has been to identify partners in the event delivery space rather than
individual companies. However, we are extremely grateful to all our current partners for their
ongoing support during 2023. We would particularly like to acknowledge bp for their continued
support of the Indigenous Nationals and the very popular bp scholarship program that has
been in place for three years.

The 2023 event was held in Lake Placid, USA from
12 to 22 January 2023, and welcomed 1443 student-
athletes from 46 countries, representing more than
540 universities across the globe.

2021 FISU Summer World
University Games

The 31 FISU Summer World University Games was
held in Chengdu, China between 28 July and 8 August
2023. The event was initially scheduled to take place
in 2021, but due to COVID-19 the event was
postponed initially to 2022, then again to 2023.

There were significant challenges for the Australian
team to participate due to the impacts of COVID-19,
most notably the uncertainty around entry into
China until January 2023 which significantly delayed
preparation and selection of student-athletes

by the National Sporting Organisations (NSOs).
Despite this, there was a high level of interest from
NSOs and athletes to return to the international
competition stage after the disruption of COVID-19.

The Australian UniRoos competed in ten sports
including Archery, Athletics, Diving, Fencing,
Gymnastics (Artistic and Rhythmic), Water Polo
and Wushu.

UniRoos Chef De Mission Carrie Graf praised

the strong contingent of student-athletes, some
who were representing Australia for the first time

on the international stage. “It was fantastic to see
the Australian athletes compete against some

of the best student-athletes in the world.

For some of our athletes, it was the first time they
have represented Australia on the international stage.
They performed with distinction,” said Graf.
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Graf also applauded the Chengdu 2021 organising
committee for a great event. “Chengdu is a very
beautiful city, friendly people and they pride them-
selves on their green parks, bikeways, and commitment
to be environmentally conscious to keep their city
beautiful. Of course, it is the home of the giant pandas.
The Australian contingent had a fantastic time”
stated Graf.

The Australian UniRoos shone in the Athletics
competition, winning one gold, one silver and three
bronze medals. These performances were highlighted
by a come from behind victory for Cara Feain-Ryan
(Bachelor of Speech Pathology (Honours),

The University of Queensland) in the Women’s 3000m
Steeplechase. The world class performance by
Reece Holder (Bachelor of Urban Development,
Queensland University of Technology) in the Men’s
400m was not only a FISU record and personal best,
but also an Olympic Qualifying time. Holder is now
ranked 5th fastest All Time, and his run of 44.79

is the fastest time by an Australian in 17 years.

The women'’s Water Polo team had a strong
performance in the pool, winning their first two
matches and finishing fourth in the group stages.
With a loss to China in their semi-final 20-6, they
were set to face Japan in the Bronze medal match.

After their initial loss to Japan in the group stages,
the UniRoos were determined to fight back for a medal
and managed to close out the game with a 7-6 win in
the last minute of the match, taking home the bronze
medal and the final medal of the games for Australia.

Australia’s diving team had an outstanding overall
performance with athletes diving in six of the seven
events entered. Notable performances by Natalie
Phan (Bachelor of Exercise and Sport Science/
Bachelor of Business, Deakin University) and Kennedy
Cooper (Bachelor of Business Administration)
narrowly missing a medal placing 4™ in the women'’s
1m springboard and 10m platform respectively.

In the Archery, Australia finished 9t in both

the mixed recurve teams’ event and the men’s recurve
team event. In the individual events Imogen Grzemski
(Bachelor of Sport Development, Deakin University)
progressed through to the round of 16 but was unable
to secure a win against Korea to continue to the finals.

The Fencing competition featured many world
championship athletes proving a challenging event
for the 12 Australian athletes with only five progressing
beyond preliminary rounds in the individual events,
however the men’s sabre team and women'’s epee
team both progressed through to the round of 16 but

were unable to outplay the German and Italian teams.
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In a first for Australia at a World University Games,

Australia competed in all three gymnastics
competitions (men'’s artistic, women'’s artistic

and rhythmic). Special mention to Amanda Edwards
(Bachelor of Science — Nursing, Edith Cowan
University) achieving a final rank of 12"

in the women'’s artistic individual all around.

Weather conditions at the Rowing event made for

a challenging regatta for the eight Australian crews.
Double finals berths for the women'’s double scullers
Danica Free (Bachelor of Engineering, Griffith
University) and Sophie Reinehr (Bachelor of Sport
and Exercise Science, La Trobe University) who
also teamed with Jackson Free, M1x (Master of
Architecture, Griffith University) and Darcy Watter,
M2x (Bachelor of Law and Bachelor of Business,
Queensland University of Technology) in the final

of the Mixed Four with both crews placing 5.

Australia’s four tennis competitors faced similar
gruelling weather conditions but were unable
to progress beyond the round matches in either
the singles or doubles formats.

The five Australian Taekwondo athletes faced
some formidable opponents, but Grace Keifer
(Bachelor of Science, Macquarie University)
proceeded to the round of 16 in the -73kg kyorugi
and Elena Zhao (Doctor of Medicine, Macquarie
University) fought in the semi-finals of the women'’s
individual poomsae event placing 13 overall.

Australia’s sole competitor in the Wushu
competition rose to the occasion in an event
dominated by the host nation but secured a top 10
result in both the Nanquan (9") and the Nangun (8t").

Nationals Overview

The Nationals in its entirety sees a yearlong calendar
of events hosted across Australia, allowing any
university team the opportunity to become crowned
Nationals Champions in their respective sports,
and one university to be crowned the Overall
Champion University.

In 2023, nine Nationals Championship events took
place with our major multi-sport event, the UniSport
Nationals, returning to the Gold Coast. In total 8,386
student-athletes, plus coaches, support staff and
volunteers were involved across the programs allowing
students to represent their university and enjoy strong
sporting rivalry, fun and enjoyment while meeting

and competing against their fellow students.

After eight Nationals Championships and a tussling
week at Nationals on the Gold Coast, the tied
championship at T20 Cricket saw the race to overall
championship a tight Sydney tussle. Their tied position
on top of the pennant tally, meant that the number

of second places achieved across the year would
separate the winner, with The University of Sydney 13
silvers tipping them over the University of Technology
Sydney’s four. The University of Queensland finished
in third place, ahead of The University of Melbourne
in fourth and Monash University in fifth, each on seven
pennants: the number of second placings, again,
separating these teams.

National Championships
Triathlon

In 2023, Nationals Triathlon was held as part of

the 2XU Triathlon Series for the first time. The event
was hosted during the sixth race of the series at

St Kilda, Victoria and saw the introduction of a third
category; Standard (Olympic) Draft Legal. 53 students
from 17 universities across Australia competed in

a thrilling weekend of racing. Notable performances
included Kirstie Beattie (Bachelor of Law (Honours)/
Bachelor of Science (Psychology), Australian National
University) who, for the third year in a row, defended
her title as UniSport Nationals Triathlon Women'’s
Sprint Distance champion. The overall men’s champion
university was awarded to Queensland University of
Technology whilst Monash University earned the title
of overall women’s champion university.

3x3 Basketball

In 2023, Nationals 3x3 Basketball returned to Sydney,
New South Wales hosted by UNSW Sydney at their
freshly refurbished Village Green Precinct.

From 11-13 April, 21 men’s teams and 16 women’s
teams entered the fifth 3x3 Big Hustle Uni Nationals;
a co-branded event resulting from UniSport’s ongoing
relationship with 3x3Hustle; Australia’s official 3x3
pathway. Despite some difficult weather conditions,
The University of Sydney dominated both Div 1
competitions to claim gold medals. They were joined
by runners up Monash University (men) and University
of Wollongong (women) to progress to the FISU
Oceania qualifying tournament for the University
World Cup.
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Athletics

Nationals Athletics was held on the Gold Coast,
Queensland from 19-21 April, attracting 406 student-
athletes from 40 universities: the largest intervarsity
track and field championship since 1996. Sixteen
UniSport track and field records were broken
throughout the championships, including several
multi-class records. The University of Queensland and
The University of Sydney were crowned overall men’s
and women'’s champions, respectively.

In 2023, Nationals Distance Running was held
alongside the Gold Coast Marathon. Over 220 student-
athletes from 33 universities attended the event to
compete in half-marathon and marathon distances
across two days. Notable performances include
Lachlan Bryant (Bachelor of Science, University of
Technology Sydney) who pulled off an incredible
performance to defend his title as the reigning
university men’s marathon champion. Southern Cross
University took home the women’s overall champion
title in a landslide victory whilst the men’s champion
title was awarded to Queensland University of
Technology. Five university student-athletes braved
the ‘Gold Coast Double’ competing in both the half
marathon and marathon distance (a total of 63.3km)

across the two days.

Futsal

Nationals Futsal was hosted as a standalone
championship on the Gold Coast in July 2023,

Championship Futsal. A total of 24 teams from 18
different universities took part in the championships.

Nationals Snow returned to the slopes of Thredbo
this year; four years after the championships were
last heldat the New South Wales ski resort. A lack
of snow presented a challenging winter season for
the Thredbo Race Department, however they did
an extraordinary job in adapting the event program
to allow the championships to proceed before

the season was cut short. 132 student-athletes
competed in the sports of alpine skiing, freestyle

skiing, snowboarding and cross-country skiing events.

It was the widespread talent within the University

2023 UniSport Nationals — Gold Coast

After seven days of competition on the Gold Coast,
Queensland, Kombumerriland, UniSport Australia
(UniSport) closed the event with The University
of Sydney and University of Technology Sydney both
remaining on top of the overall national champion
tally for 2023 with both universities sitting on

12 pennants each.

Highlights from the week included the addition

of new sports AFL 9s, Oztag, and Rugby League 9s;
competition at world class Cbus Super Stadium

and the addition of Unity Day to celebrate inclusion
across our student cohort. During the week, 6,000
student-athletes representing 41 member universities
through 663 university teams, competed across

the two divisions.

The Nationals — Gold Coast event comprised of 31
sporting competitions at 30 venues across the Gold
Coast from Coomera to Tallebudgera. Six locations
hubs were created across the week with partner
and student activations at each including recovery
hubs to run alongside the sporting competitions.

The 2023 UniSport Nationals - Gold Coast appreciated
wonderful strategic support from partners, Tourism
and Events Queensland and Major Events Gold Coast,
in hosting this year’s event. We also added a range of
supporting partners across the event who assisted in
this year’s event delivery. The event supply partners
saw the edition of Riggs Recovery, Clif Bars, Budgy
Smuggler, About Time We Met and Southern Cross
University, all who contributed to our special events,
activations and recovery hubs across the week.
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Not only do the Nationals provide an opportunity

for students to compete against their peers from
across the country, but it also allows a large number
of students to gain valuable work and industry
experience through our internship and volunteering
programs. We'd like to take this opportunity to thank
all of our interns and volunteers across the Nationals
program for their tireless contribution to the delivery
of the events. The Nationals — Gold Coast saw the
event reach over 250 volunteers to assist with the
event delivery from photography, social media, sport
and operational roles.

Proudly this year’s event saw the inclusion of Unity
Day built upon from the previously celebrated Pride
Day on the Wednesday of the event. This was a day

to celebrate our student participants and their diverse
backgrounds with a call to “celebrate a mate.”

We celebrate inclusion and diversity in university

sport by engaging members and student-athletes

to highlight a demonstrable commitment to UniSport
Australia’s Social Inclusion policy and provide
education and awareness. The day included a tour

of the large Unity Day sign across the Gold Coast

for student to engage with and social media campaign
on what Unity Day means to them. It also saw a range
of partner activities at Coomera Indoor Sport Centre
and the running of the annual mascot race.

Participant satisfaction for the Nationals achieved
the highest rates seen since the delivery of the program
began in 2018, with 91.19% of respondents being
satisfied or extremely satisfied with their overall event
experience. With over 750 respondents this speaks
to the enthusiasm of the participants, and the quality
of venues, competition delivery and event experience
that UniSport were able to provide the participants
attending the event on the Gold Coast.

NOTE 1: STATEMENT OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

These financial statements cover UniSport Australia Limited (“UniSport”) an individual entity,
incorporated and domiciled in Australia. UniSport isa company limited by guarantee. The financial
statements were authorised for issue by the directors of the company as at the date of the
directors’ declaration.

Basis of Preparation

The directors have prepared the financial statements on the basis that the company is a non-
reporting entity because there are no users dependent on general purpose financial statements.
These financial statements are therefore special purpose financial statements that have been
prepared in order to meet the requirements of the Corporations Act2001. The company is a not-
for-profit company for financial reporting purposes under Australian Accounting Standards.

The financial statements have been prepared in accordance with the mandatory Australian
Accounting Standards applicable to entities reporting under the Corporations Act 2001 and the
significant accounting policies disclosed below, which the directors have determined are
appropriate to meet the needs of members. Material accounting policies adopted in the
preparation of these financial statements are presented below and have been consistently
applied unless stated otherwise.

The financial statements, except for the cash flow information, have been prepared on an
accruals basis and are based on historical costs unless otherwise stated in the notes. The
amounts presented in the financial statements have been rounded to the nearest dollar.

Accounting Policies
a) Revenue

Operating grants, Sponsorships and Host funding fees

When the company receives operating grants, sponsorships and host funding fees it assesses
whether the contract or agreement with the respective customer is enforceable and has
sufficiently specific performance obligations in accordance with AASB 15.

When both of these conditions are satisfied, the company:

- identifies each performance obligation relating to the agreement with the customer
- recognises unearned income for its obligations under the agreement

- recognises revenue as it satisfies each performance obligation.

Where the contract is not enforceable or does not have sufficiently specific performance

obligations, the company:

- recognises the asset received in accordance with the recognition requirements of other
applicable *accounting standardsi.e. AASB 9, and

- recognises income immediately in profit or loss.

If a contract liability is recognised as a related amount above, the company recognises income
in profit orloss when or as it satisfies its obligations under the agreement.

Interest income
Interest income is recognised using the effective interest method.

Merchandise sales, Awards and conference fees, Ticket and lift passes

Revenue from the sale of merchandise, awards and conference fees, tickets and lift passes is
recognised at the point of delivery as this corresponds to the transfer of significant risks and
rewards of ownership of the goods or service and the cessation of all involvement in those
goods or services

Membership fees

Membership fees are levied annually and recorded as revenue over time to coincide with the
membership period. Only those membership fees attributable to the current financial year are
recognised as revenue, membership fees relating to periods beyondthe current financial year are
shown in the Statement of Financial Position as Income received in advance within current
liabilities.

All other revenue is recognised once the company has earned the right to the revenue by
satisfying its performance obligations which is usually at a pointin time.
All revenue is stated net of the amount of goods and services tax.

Cash and Cash Equivalents

Cash and cash equivalents includes cash on hand, deposits held at-call with banks, other short
term highly liquid investments with original maturities of three months or less.

Plant and Equipment

Plant and equipment are measured on the cost basis less depreciation and any impairment
losses.

The carrying amount of plant and equipment is reviewed annually by directors to ensure it is not
in excess of the recoverable amount from these assets. The recoverable amount is assessed
on the basis of the expected net cash flows that will be received from the assets employment
and subsequent disposal. The expected net cash flows have been discounted to their present
values in determining recoverable amounts.

In the event the carrying amount of plant and equipment is greater than the recoverable
amount, the carrying amount is written down immediately to the estimated recoverable amount.
A formal assessment of recoverable amount is made when impairment indicators are present
(ref tojbelow for further details of impairment).

Depreciation
The depreciable amount of all fixed assets including buildings and capitalised lease assets, but
excluding freehold land, is depreciated on a straight-line basis over the asset’s useful life to the

e) Leases

where the company is a lessee. However, all contracts that are classified as short-term
leases (lease with a lease term of 12 months or less) and leases of low-value assets are
recognised as an operating expense on a straight-line basis over the term of the lease.

f) Employee Provisions Short-term Employee Benefits

Provisionis made for the company’s obligation for short-term employee benefits. Short-term
employee benefits are benefits (other than termination benefits) that are expected tobe settled
wholly before 12 months after the end of the annual reporting period in which the employees
render the related service, including wages, salaries and sick leave. Short-term employee benefits
are measured at the (undiscounted) amounts expected to be paid when the obligation is
settled.

Each of the two organizations, Unisport Australia Limited and Confederation of Australian Sport
(CAS), owns 50% interest of World Masters Games (WMG) Perth 2029 Ltd. A joint arrangement was
structured as a strategic partnership between the two entities and International Masters Games
Association (IMGA).
