Amendments to above guidelines: 

• Format - Competition will be a round robin format. After all matches are played, the 
team with the highest point score will be the champion. In the event of a draw, refer 
to Guideline 6.2 above.  

• Nets – while all endeavours will be made to set the nets at the appropriate heights, 
please understand the winding mechanisms are very sensitive and can get stuck with 
sand and residue, so the priority will to play as-is if they can’t be changed rather than 
change them and break the device.  

• Game times - All games will cease after 45minutes from the scheduled start time and 
the score at the end of the 45minute time slot will be the final score in that match. If a 
match starts late, games won’t be played beyond the scheduled end time.  

• Uniforms – Each university can decide on their appropriate uniform for match play.

Campus Services 

Parking Paid parking operates on the UQ St. Lucia campus. This event is held during mid-semester 
break, so there should not be too much difficulty getting a park.  
 
Long day carparking (blue zone) is along the river – Sir William Macgregor Drive - or on the top 
level of the carpark P8 (opposite entry to athletics centre grandstand) – also entry via Sir 
William Macgregor drive.  
 
Hourly parking is available on Blair Drive (don’t recommend).  
 
Undercover parking is available on the lower level of P8 carpark (grey zone) but that is 
charged at a higher fee.  
 
We recommend top level of P8 or along the river.  
 
Casual rates in the Blue Zone are $8.20 per day (or $1.65/hr). Casual rates in the grey zone are 
$11.50 per day (or $2.80 per hour). Parking along Blair Drive is $3.10 per hour.  
 
Pay via card at the nearby pay stations.  
 
Security heavily patrol car parks and do issue fines.
